Friendship Groups

Last week in Friendship Groups we focused on breathing techniques as a strategy for dealing with worry and anxiety. It is
a useful strategy that complements our continuing work on meditation and mindfulness. Calm breathing or belly breathing
is a technique that teaches children to slow down their breathing when feeling stressed or anxious. When we feel anxious
our breathing will change. We tend to take short, quick, shallow breaths or even hyperventilate. This type of anxious
breathing can actually make the feeling of anxiety worse. Taking short quick breaths actually increases other symptoms of
anxiety such as heart racing, dizziness, or headaches.

Doing calm breathing can help lower anxiety and help us regain a sense of control. Calm breathing will slow down breath-
ing.

In our session we also introduced Bubble Breathing as a way for children to let go of worries. It is an effective visuafisati
activity that assists children in letting go and restoring a feeling of calm. We explained to the children that worriesiéee |
bubbles in our stomachs, heads or even our legs and chest. They make us feel tense but they can be let go just like a bubble
bursting. We concluded the session with a whole school bubble blowing session outdtiovas great to see all the chil-

dren enjoying putting the calm breathing strategy into practise.
